Ushers: These volunteers will welcome people to the service and help them find a seat.  They should meet people at the isles and direct them to their seats.  They should seat people in the middle section, side sections, and back section in that order.  Do your best to walk people to their seats and look for spills, trash, and any other potential hazards or distractions on the way.  Make sure to have access to Bibles for guests to use during the sermon/service.  During time of giving help pass out the buckets and collect them to be counted. 

Cardinal Rules of Being an Usher:
1. Don’t get frustrated or refuse to let someone sit in a particular seat.  The only time someone may not sit in a particular seat is when the back section isn’t open in the first service.  

2. Make sure to have and know the order of the service.

3. Never escort our a family or child once they have been seated, even though children ages 3 months-5th grade shouldn’t be in the service.

4. Look for people that could take your place and/or join our team.  In other words, always look for someone else to serve with you.
